Oman & Saudi Arabia:  It’s important to note that alcohol consumption is only allowed in licensed 
venues such as certain hotels and restaurants.. Alcohol consumption in public places is strictly 
prohibited, and carrying alcohol in your car is not officially allowed unless transporting it directly from 
duty-free to your accommodation. Guests are welcome to purchase alcohol at the duty-free and bring 
it along during the trip. However, it is important that they consume it only in private areas and not in 
public spaces. Many hotels offer alcohol at their restaurants for foreign visitors 


CLIMATE - Oman & Saudi Arabia 

With its hot, dry winters, Oman makes for a perfect destination at this time of year. Expect daytime 
temperatures from 20°C to early 30°C.  Night-time temperatures in the desert can be a little fresh 
although nowhere near freezing, but there may be a morning dew.
